Peanut Buster Dessert make 8 with nuts, 2 with mint chips on top
1 package Oreos-15 oz. size, crushed
1/2 cup soft butter
1/2 gallon ice cream
1 1/2 cup Spanish Peanuts

Crush cookies. Mix with butter. Press into 9 X 13 pan.
Chill for 1 hour.

Cut ice cream into pieces & place on crust.

Pour peanuts over and press into ice cream. Freeze.

Sauce:

2 cups powdered sugar
15 oz. evaporated milk

1/2 cup butter

2/3 cup chocolate chips

Stir constantly while it boils for 8 minutes.
Cool to warm & pour over ice cream.
Return to freezer. Cut into 24 pieces.
